New HIV diagnoses

(including AIDS cases)

In 2023, 657 new HIV cases were diagnosed and
reported. Of these, 506 (77.0%) were males and 151
(23.0%) were females (Table 1). Totally, 63 cases
(9.6%), who were diagnosed with HIV in 2023, had
already developed AIDS or progressed to AIDS during
that year. Sex between men was the most common
mode of transmission among the new HIV diagnoses
in 2023 (36.5%), followed by heterosexual contact
(16.1%) and injecting drug use (12.8%) (Table 2). The
route of HIV transmission remained undetermined in
34.4% of HIV diagnoses in 2023 (Table 2). 37.3% of
new diagnoses were among Greek individuals, 22.7%
originated from a foreign country, while the majority
of new HIV cases were of undetermined nationality
(40.0 %).

Most HIV cases among males was 30 — 39, 40 — 49 and
50+ years old at the time of diagnosis (27.9%, 25.5%
and 25.5%, respectively), whereas in females the
predominant age group was that of 30-39 years old
(27.2%), followed by 50+ age group (18.5%) (Table 3).
HIV cases aged 30-39 years old had been infected
mainly through sexual contact between men (43.4%),
while in the age group of 50+ the percentage of
diagnoses with unknown mode of transmission was
increased (43.9%). Figure 1 depicts the distribution of
new diagnoses by transmission category across

various age groups.

Information on CD4+ T-cell count at the time of HIV
diagnosis during 2023 was available for 245 cases
(37.3%). Of these, 156 (63.7%) had <350 cells/ mm?3
and 104 (42.5%) had <200 cells/mm3. In men who
have sex with men (MSM) (available CD4+ T-cells for
118 HIV cases), the percentage of new HIV diagnoses
with CD4+4T-cell count <350 and <200 came up to
54.2% (n=64) and 29.7% (n=35), respectively. The

The cumulative number of HIV cases (including AIDS
cases) diagnosed in Greece by 31/12/2023 was
20,627. Of these, 16,937 (82.1%) were males and
3,649 (17.7%) were females. Sex was not reported for
41 (0.2%) HIV cases. Table 4 and Figure 10 depicts the
distribution of HIV/AIDS diagnoses over time in
Greece by sex.

Until 2010, annual HIV diagnoses in Greece, were
below 6 per 100. 000 population (Table 4, Figure 11).
However, in 2011 and 2012, a rise in HIV diagnoses
was observed (8.8 HIV cases/100,000 population and
10.6 HIV cases/100.000 population, respectively).
(Table 4, Figure 11). A decline of the annual rate of
HIV diagnosis has been observed since 2013 (Table 4,
Figure 11). In 2021 and 2022 newly diagnosed HIV
cases came up to 5.2 and 5.3 per 100.000 population,
respectively, while during 2023 increased to 6.3 per
100.000 population (Table 4, Figure 11).

The increased number of newly diagnosed HIV cases
recorded from 2011,

During the last years, a stable
increase in newly diagnosed HIV cases aged >50 years
old is observed. It is noted that, during 2023, the
proportion of diagnosed people aged 40-49 years old
was almost the same with the one of cases aged >50
years old (Figure 13).

Unprotected male-to-male sexual contact is the most
frequently reported mode of HIV transmission in
Greece. In total, 47.9% of HIV cases, diagnosed in
Greece by 31/12/2023, were between men reporting
having sex with men (MSM) (Table 5). After excluding
cases with undocumented mode of HIV transmission,
the aforementioned percentage comes up to 57.1%

HIV diagnoses among foreign individuals

The cumulative number of HIV diagnoses among
foreign individuals (including AIDS cases) who had
been diagnosed in Greece by 31st of December 2023
is 4,853. Of these, 3,211 (66.2%) are males, 1,635
(33.7%) are females and 7 (0.1%) are of unknown sex
(Table 7 and Table 8). Totally, 973 cases (20.0%), who
were diagnosed with HIV by the end of 2023, had
already developed AIDS at the time of diagnosis or
progressed to AIDS (Table 8). The predominant age
group in both males (37.9%) and females (33.6%) was
that of 30-39 years old (Table 9).

The majority of foreign HIV cases were infected
through heterosexual contact (39.0%), followed by
sexual contact between men (23.0%) and injecting
drug use (16.0%).

In the contrary, among HIV
mode of HIV transmission is sexual contact between
men (57.5%) (Table 10).

Table 11 shows the distribution of HIV diagnoses by
nationality and sex. Females of foreign natonality are
originated mainly from Sub-Saharan countries (49.7%)

and males from Central Europe countries (25.2%).

Until 2002, the annual documented HIV diagnoses
among foreign individuals in Greece were less than
100. However, an increase has been observed, during
the last years (Table 7). It is noted that, the observed
decrease of foreign HIV cases diagnosed in 2023,
compared to 2022, should be interpreted cautiously,
due to the lack of information regarding this
parameter in 2023 (known nationality in 60% of

diagnoses).

In 2023, 149 new HIV cases among foreign individuals
were diagnosed and reported. Of these, 88 (59.1%)
were males and 61 (40.9%) were females (Table 7).

HIV diagnoses among children
In 2023, one child of foreign nationality, infected with
HIV, was diagnosed and reported in Greece. This child
had been infected vertically in the country of origin.

Totally, 149 HIV cases in children, aged < 13 years old at
the time of diagnosis, have been diagnosed in Greece by
31/12/2023. Of these, 96 (64.4%) were males and 52
(34.9%) were females (Table 12). Sex was not reported
for 1 (0.7%) child. 58.4% of children diagnosed with HIV
(aged < 13 years old at the time of diagnosis), have been
infected vertically, during pregnancy, labor and delivery,
or breastfeeding (Table 13). After excluding cases with
undetermined route of transmission, this percentage
comes up to 60.8% (Figure 18).

New AIDS diagnoses

In 2023, 74 AIDS cases were diagnosed in Greece. Of
these, 66 (89.2%) were males and 8 (10.8%) were
females (Table 14, Figure 19). Sixty five cases (87.8%)
had already progressed to AIDS at the time of
diagnosis or progressed to AIDS within 3 months after
their HIV diagnosis. 27.0% of newly diagnosed AIDS
cases had been infected through sexual contact
between men, 23.0% through heterosexual contact,
whereas injecting drug use accounted for 21.6% of
AIDS cases (Table 15). The majority of AIDS cases
(almost 76%) were older than 40 years old at the time
of their diagnosis (Table 16).

In 2023, the 3 most commonly reported indicative
of AIDS were
pneumonia (39.2%), HIV associated wasting syndrome
(14.9%) and esophagus candidiasis (13.5%).

In total, 4,692 AIDS cases have been diagnosed in
Greece by December 31, 2023. Of these, 3,906
(83.2%) were males and 786 (16.8%) were females
(Table 17).

Among AIDS cases, the predominant mode of HIV

transmission is sexual contact between men,

followed by heterosexual contact (Figure 20).

The total number of deaths among AIDS cases by
December 31%, 2023, came up to 2.235, while 40
individuals with AIDS died in 2023. Most of the
deaths among AIDS cases have been observed in
males reflecting the higher percentage of men
diagnosed with AIDS (Table 20).

The significant decline in AIDS cases and deaths
observed after 1996 is attributed to Highly Active
Antiretroviral Therapy (HAART), which delays clinical
progression and improves the survival of HIV infected
individuals (Figures 21-23).

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Technical Notes

Surveillance
In Greece, HIV surveillance is implemented by the
National Public Health Organization (NPHO), mainly
through the Mandatory Notification System (MNS) of
HIV diagnoses, AIDS cases and deaths.

AIDS case reporting was the cornerstone of HIV
surveillance in developed countries, including Greece,
1997. However,
therapy delayed the onset of AIDS and necessitated

until highly active antiretroviral
the implementation of HIV case reporting. The new

system provides information on more recent
infections compared to AIDS reporting alone. In spite
of some weaknesses, the HIV/AIDS MNS is useful for
planning and evaluating public health and medical

response.

HIV / AIDS case definitions

AIDS: AIDS cases in this report meet the European
AIDS case definition, which was originally published in
September 1982 and was revised in June 1985%3 and
in August 1987%°. For adults and adolescents (aged
more than 13 years old), the European case definition
was revised again in January 1993%7. This definition is
not based on CD4+ T-cell count in contrast to the
definition used in the USA. The paediatric definition in
Europe is essentially the same as the one used in the
USAS.

For surveillance purposes, once an HIV positive
person meets the criteria of the European AIDS case
definition (category C-CDC/1993), he/she remains in
this category irrespectively of his/her future clinical
condition.

Data collection and management
AIDS cases reporting: AIDS case reporting started in
Greece in 1984 and became mandatory by Ministerial
Decision A1/6122/19-9-1986.

HIV cases reporting: HIV case reporting started in
Greece in 1998, in accord with Ministerial Decision
B1/5295/7-8-1998. The new HIV surveillance system
was implemented at European level in January, 1999.
HIV cases reporting was anonymous, mandatory and
confidential. Name and surname initials were used as
personal identifiers to eliminate duplicate reports.
Inherent limitations in this process resulted in some
duplicates that couldn’t be detected.

For surveillance and trend analysis purposes, cases of
HIV infection diagnosed before 1998 have been
retrospectively reported to the NPHO. This effort was
completed in 1999 in collaboration with the HIV/AIDS
Reference Centres and the Infectious Disease
Units/Outpatients Clinics for HIV (+) individuals.

National HIV Registry: After the publication of the
Official Gazette 6110/B/30.11.2022 "Establishment of
the National Registry of Patients with HIV infection -
Electronic  prescription of antiretroviral drugs,

Reference & Control Centres and Hospitals. The
collected data were managed by the personnel of
HIV/AIDS Surveillance Department and HIV/AIDS, STls
& Hepatitis Prevention & Surveillance Directorate of
the N.P.H.O., which performed the necessary checks
regarding completeness and correctness of the case
reports and recorded them in the HIV Registry of
NPHO.

From the start of the operation of the National HIV
Registry on 05/04/2023, according to the Official
Gazette 6110/B/30.11.2022 "Establishment of the
National Registry of Patients with HIV infection -
Electronic prescription of antiretroviral drugs,
laboratory tests for the quantitation of HIV-1 RNA and
other tests to monitor HIV infection", as a data
archiving system of Article 4 item (6) of the GDPR, to
which the data recorded up to 04/04/2023 in the
NPHO HIV Archive were transferred, the registration
of all data is carried out directly by the accredited
users of the National Registry of Patients with HIV
infection, which are defined as follows: Registry
registrants, laboratory and

investigation users

attending physicians.

The results of the present report were calculated
through the synthesis of data of the National Registry
of patients with HIV infection, which includes all the
records of the HIV Archive of the NPHO and the cases
recorded in the National HIV Registry since the start
of its operation on 05/04/2023.

Data presentation
Tables and figures by year, sex assigned at birth,
transmission category, age group and country of
origin were used for data presentation.

AIDS: AIDS data for all categories were presented by
year of diagnosis.

HIV: HIV data for all categories were presented by
year of diagnosis.

Sex
For the statistical analysis, the sex assigned at birth
was used. However, for epidemiological surveillance,
and interpretation of the results, transgendered
people are also mentioned.

Transmission mode
If more than one route of HIV transmission were
reported for one person, the most likely route was
recorded.

Already published surveillance data may have been
modified, according to the updated information. For
instance, cases initially classified as undetermined,
regarding the route of HIV transmission, might have
reclassified if information became

available.

Data validity and completeness
The completeness of the data related to HIV and AIDS
cases in Greece is extremely high due to the
monitored hospital administration of antiretroviral

Information about PLHIV who are on treatment is
comprehensive. This is attributed to the continuous
interaction and communication between patients and
their physicians, which allows the collection of
real time

valuable epidemiological information,

corrections and the validation of reported data.

However, the cases diagnosed in 2023 and registered by
the attending physicians in the National HIV Registry,
which became operational from 05/04/2023, were
characterized by lower rates of completeness of specific
parameters (ethnicity, possible mode of transmission,
CD4-T lymphocyte levels at the time of HIV diagnosis),
compared to previous years.

In 2023 the process of registering HIV and AIDS cases
changed. Specifically, before the start of the operation
of the National HIV Registry, the notification of HIV and
AIDS cases was carried out by sending certain reporting
forms to the NPHO. The personnel of NPHO recorded
the data included in the reporting forms, after checking
them for completeness and correctness. In case of
incomplete or incorrect data a direct communication
with the attending physicians was performed. Since the
beginning of the operation of the National HIV Registry,
the recording of the cases is carried out directly by the
attending physicians.

There has been no adjustment for unreported cases
including those who are unaware of their infection.
Therefore the completeness of HIV data reporting
cannot be estimated.
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
